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MEDITATIONS

o A Meditation is delivered by the pastor:

[P) When his work on earth was finfShed, Jesuswould ascend intofheaveny returning to the Father

who sent him. But Jesus,pfomised to’send his disciplesafelperyehe Holy Spirit. The Spirit, Jesus
said, “will glorifyme™ It would be the Spirit’s special taskyto'glorify Jesus, to point to Jesus, to draw
others 6 faith in Jesus the Savior. So g this dayof Pentecost, as we celebrate the outpouring of the
Spirit, we segithat this is exactly what the Spiric'did. The Spirit glorified Jesus. The Spirit pointed

to Jesus. Filled with the Holy Spirit, the disciple Peter proclaimed the truth about Jesus Christ to
the astonished crowd that gathered in Jerusalem. The Spirit’s message about the Savior was clear.
According to the plan of God, Peter announced, Jesus was delivered into the hands of lawless men to

be crucified and killed.

o A Meditation is delivered by the pastor:

(P} In the Spirit-inspired words of Holy Scripture, Jesus “was descended from David according to the
flesh and was declared to be the Son of God in power according to the Spirit of holiness by his
resurrection from the dead” (Romans 1:3-4). Jesus’ ancestor David, inspired by the Spirit, had said
to God, “You will not abandon my soul to Sheol, or let your holy one see corruption” (Psalm 16:10).
Yet as Peter pointed out on the day of Pentecost, David was not talking about himself. The great King
David died and was buried; you could go see his tomb! Speaking through the prophet David, the
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Holy Spirit was pointed ahead to Jesus, the Messiah, the Son of David. Jesus was crucified and killed
at the hands of lawless men. His dead body was taken down from the cross and sealed in a guarded
tomb. Yet God did not abandon his Son to Sheol, the place of the dead. He did not allow the body of
his Holy One to see corruption or decay. On the third day after his death, the stone was rolled away
to reveal an empty tomb! Jesus Christ had risen from the dead! Jesus promised that because he lives,
we too will live. When Jesus returns, we will be raised bodily from the dead to live in his presence
forever. The Spirit will be at work on that day too, as the apostle Paul writes, “If the Spirit of him who
raised Jesus from the dead dwells in you, he who raised Christ Jesus from the dead will also give life

to your mortal bodies through his Spirit who dwells in you” (Romans 8:11).
o A Meditation is delivered by the pastor:

(P} Jesus Christ had risen from the dead! This was no fictional account or wishful thinking that Peter
proclaimed on that day of Pentecost. He and the other disciples were eyewitnesses. They had seen the
risen Lord. They talked to him, touched him, ate with himg€atned from him. They saw hifit taken
up into heaven and heard the promise that he wouldgeturnin ghe same way. That safie riscnand
ascended Lord now reigned in majesty at the Father’s right hand. Whagthe efétwds sawand heard
that day in Jerusalem was the fulfillmengof Jesug’promise: “You willue&eive power when the Holy
Spirit has come upon you, and you'wilbbe mywitnesses in Jerusalém and im all Judea and Samaria,
and to the end of the garth” (Acts 1:8) Filled with the poWet ofithe Holy Spirit, Peter did just what
Jesus had commanded him £8 de: Peter proclaimed theitrughdabout the risen Savior: “Let all the
house of Israel therefore know for certain that God'has'made him both Lord and Christ, this Jesus

whom you crucified.”
o A Meditation is delivered By the pastor:

(P} On the day of Péfitecost, the Spirit wasagsworkinithehearts of those who heard Peter’s message.
Through the power'of the Holy Spirit theywere crushed, “cut to the heart,” and moved to repentance.
They knewehe truth. They had crucifiedighéir Messiah, and now Jesus, the Crucified One, had risen
from the dead and was exalted as Lord. The people asked a desperate question: “What shall we do?”
Peter was ready with the answer: “Repent and be baptized every one of you in the name of Jesus
Christ for the forgiveness of your sins, and you will receive the gift of the Holy Spirit. For the promise
is for you and for your children and for all who are far off, everyone whom the Lord our God calls to
himself.” Through his Spirit at work in the Gospel message proclaimed that day, God called people
to himself. Three thousand people heard and believed the good news. They were baptized, adopted as
God'’s sons and daughters and received the forgiveness of sins won for them by the crucified and risen

Lord.

On that day of Pentecost, the Holy Spirit did just what Jesus had said he would do. The Spirit
glorified Jesus. In the good news announced by Peter the Spirit exalted Jesus as Lord and Messiah,
