For whoever would
save his life will lose it, but whoever loses his life for my sake will find it.
Matthew 16.24-25

Some people think only his 12 disciples followed him. We will find out
that the faithful people in the Old Testament and people all through
history have been disciples. We can follow Jesus to the cross and be his
disciples, too.
